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Introduction 
Client Data System version 6.1 is a service release. The main goals of this 
particular release are to resolve any issues that were reported in CDS 6 
that could not be included in the final release and to address feedback 
received from the users.  

This document lists the solutions we have addressed in each of the 
modules in Client Data System v6.1. 
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Hardware and Software System Requirements
Minimum/Recommended Hardware for the Server 

• 1 GHz Pentium IV processor (2.2 GHz Pentium IV or higher 
recommended) 

• 512 MB of RAM (1 GB or higher recommended) 
• 2 GB of free hard disk drive space for initial installation (4 GB 

recommended). In addition, plan to maintain additional free hard 
disk space of approximately four times the size of the CDSWIN 
directory, including all subdirectories, for program upgrades and 
database rebuilds. This additional space is still required on the C: 
drive even if the CDSWIN.SVR directory is maintained on a 
different drive. 

• Microsoft® Windows® XP or Server 2003 operating system 
Minimum/Recommended Hardware for Workstations or for Single 
User Installations 

• 750 MHz Pentium III processor (2 GHz or higher recommended) 
• 128 MB of RAM (256 MB or higher recommended)  
• 300 MB of free hard disk space. Workstations that are used for 

database maintenance procedures should have three times the 
size of the largest CDS database as free hard disk space on the 
drive. 

• Microsoft® Windows® XP or Server 2003 operating system 
• Microsoft® Word 2000, or a later version, is required to use MS 

Word as the default word processor in CDS. 
• Microsoft® Outlook 2003 or Lotus Notes R6, or a later version, is 

required for Calendar and E-mail Posting synchronization with 
CDS. 

• Please note that CDS v6.1 does not support E-Z Conduit. 
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Contact / Business / Agent Modules 
Contact Module Progress 

• A ToolTip pop-up now displays with the address details when the 
cursor is positioned in the address type section of the spreadsheet.  

• Upon clicking the Save button from the address ToolTip pop-up, the 
address detail is copied to the clipboard.  

• From the contact spreadsheet, contacts can be tagged and reports 
can now be generated with the option to select tagged contacts 
(i.e., running Contact Details reports for tagged contacts); 
previously there was not an option to run reports for tagged 
contacts.  

• The Auto ZIP Code feature now functions when a city with more 
than seven characters is entered.  

 

 Business Module Progress 
• When viewing the Business Group Census or Key Relation tab, the 

current active Contact was not assigned properly. This created a 
problem when assigning new records for Addresses, Phone 
Numbers, and Key Relations, etc., to the current active contact.  

• The Auto ZIP Code feature now functions when a city with more 
than seven characters is entered.  

Agent Module Progress 
• From the Agent Contract tab, previously the contract spreadsheet 

filled half of the screen instead of the full screen. 
• The Auto ZIP Code feature now functions when a city with more 

than seven characters is entered. 
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Calendar and Letters Modules 
DayView, WeekView, and MonthView  

• The activity view setting (by current user, group, or all users) can 
now be saved.  

• The To Do activity type defaults to “Call” and no longer 
“Appointment.” 

• The Activity Snooze pop-up dialog box displays properly even when 
CDS is minimized.  

• In the activity DayView, entering the End Time manually will now 
automatically update the End Date properly.  

• Recurring activities created for another user can now be modified.  
• From the DayView, in the All Day Events section, if the spreadsheet 

is double-clicked, the Activity Detail dialog box opens where the All 
Day Event option is selected. Right-click and select the Add button 
to open the Activity Detail dialog box where the All Day Event 
option is not checked. This is fixed for the DayView and 
MonthView.  

• In the Activity Log, the Add To Do button is now defined.  
• In the Activity Log, the Copy Activity button is now defined.  
• The inability to create an activity with two participants, without 

including yourself (the non-participant), has been corrected.  
• Activity SmartPad notes have been modified to reduce confusion.  
• If the activity record is canceled before saving, the Activity Log 

spreadsheet no longer refreshes.  

Letter Writing / Form Letters 
• Form Letter zooming in/out is now more consistent and proper.  
• The Form Letter two-page mode no longer displays an empty page. 
• In the Form Letter Print dialog box, double-click a letter to print the 

letter.  
• Double-clicking on a blank row in the Form Letter spreadsheet no 

longer crashes the system.  
• Envelopes no longer have a header and footer. 
• Envelopes no longer print on more than one page.  
• The envelope preview now displays only one page even if the user 

selects two pages.  
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Microsoft Outlook / Lotus Notes 
Synchronization and Posting 

Microsoft Outlook Synchronization 
• The Export Contact to CDS option was added to the context menu 

in Outlook when a contact is selected.  
• If the Contact that the user is exporting is already synchronized to 

CDS, the user will be asked if he/she wants to merge the record in 
Outlook to the existing record in CDS, instead of inserting a new 
record.  

Microsoft Outlook Posting 
• Crystal Reports can now be e-mailed as a PDF attachment. 

o The user e-mail address entered in the User Profile is added to 
the Mail To list.  

o For the Contact Detail report generated for multiple contacts, 
the e-mail address for each contact record is added to the BCC 
list.  

o For the Contact Detail report generated for multiple contacts, 
each contact should be mailed the report specific to his/her own 
record. The full report will be e-mailed to the user and to any 
additional e-mail address entered by the user in the Report E-
mail dialog box.  

• The ability to extract and e-mail contact record(s) to other CDS 
users has been implemented.  

• Policy/PCM posting has been implemented.  

Lotus Notes Posting 
• Crystal Reports can now be e-mailed as a PDF attachment.  
• The ability to extract and e-mail contact record(s) to other CDS 

users has been implemented. 
• Policy/PCM posting has been implemented.  
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Internal Messaging System 
• Whenever the user receives a new internal message, a Message 

icon is added to the system tray. Double-click this icon to bring 
CDS to the foreground with the message module open.  

• In the User Profile, an option has been added on the Misc. tab to 
Display an Internal Message Notification. If this option is selected, a 
pop-up will display in the bottom right corner of the screen, 
displaying the details of the message.  

• The pop-up displays only once for a particular message.  
• In the pop-up, if we click the cross button on the left side, the user 

will be prompted to delete the specific message. Click Yes to delete 
the message from CDS.  

• If the message has a priority set as Urgent, the pop-up will display 
a flag icon on the left.  

• The user can cancel the pop-up by clicking on the ‘x’ mark at the 
upper right corner.  

• The Mark Done option is now defined.  
• Added support to forward/reply to sent messages.  
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Policy Tracking Module 
• Validating policies now updates the policy’s age. In previous CDS 

versions, the policy’s age was only updated when the user changed 
the policy’s date.  

• A SmartPad posting on Policy Premium changes has been added.  
• From the Policy’s Payment History tab, the Payment History 

spreadsheet has been expanded to make a better use of the 
screen.  

Pending Case Module 
• In PCM, the primary agent information in the NB table (Policy) table 

is now populated each time the Policy Agent spreadsheet is 
updated.  

• In PCM, if the Plan/Product did not have a Risk Class defined, 
inserting/updating a PCM was not allowed. The Risk Class drop-
down list was empty and the user did not have any Risk Class 
options to choose from; therefore, CDS did not allow the saving of 
any changes. Now, it will display a warning about the requirement 
having a Risk Class, but will enable the user to save the changes.  

• After adding a new PCM record, adding a Policy Advisor or a Policy 
Client for the newly created PCM (by clicking the Add button) will 
no longer create an orphan PolAgent and PolClnt record.  

• Made better use of the space on the PCM’s Underwriting and 
Delivery tabs.  

• The PCM Report Setup has been corrected to populate the 
Commission Report data.  

• The PCM reports can now be filtered by the tagged PCM entries in 
the PCM Summary instead of using the regular filter.  
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Group Benefits Module 
• The Group Policy spreadsheet now has the same color-coding as 

the Policy spreadsheet. 

Investment Tracking Module 
• The Dollar Weighted Returns from Inception – Gain/Loss report 

now displays subtotals.  
• The Investment Crystal Reports have been updated (resolved 

wrong subtotaling). 
• The Portfolio Performance report showing ‘All Investments’ has 

been corrected. 
• The Price Update dialog box is no longer prompted before selecting 

a subaccount.  
• Once a date is selected, the date becomes the default for the whole 

session. 
• Price update now creates a price history in the correct subaccount. 
• The Security Master Internet Quote Service from Yahoo has been 

updated.  
• When tagging multiple records, a bad symbol will no longer display 

an Unable to Resolve Name error (monthly end only). 
• The issues have been resolved when using the Price Update dialog 

box.  

 MobileMerge Module 
• The database information is now available in read-only form when 

not connected to the network after a successful reconciliation.  
• MobileMerge – Sets Only is an optional feature which can now be 

turned on/off from the User Profile.  
• The ability to take only a set of contacts and related information into 

the mobile session has been implemented. 
• The Exit Reminder Message (MobileMerge) is an optional feature 

that can be turned on/off from the User’s Profile.  
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
